What GCSEs will | need to get a good job in the future?

All employers/universities require you have taken GCSE English and Maths. To study an A level or
similar course you will ned 5 GCSEs at grade C or above. To find out about specific career entry
requirements go taww.connexiongdirect.comor go along to the careers library in Stuart House
where the Connexions Personal AdvisorsNiirowley, will help you to find the information that you
need.

What if | change my mind? Once you have handed your option form in to your tutor you can still
change your mind about which subject you want to take at GCSE, just let us know. You can do this
by firstly making sure that your parents know that you have changed your mind and then getting them
to either speak to your Tutor or Head of Year or by writing us a note. Once you have started the
course in Year 9 you will still be allowed to change yoption if you have a good reason up until
Christmas in Year 9.

Will I be in the same group as my friend?Not necessarily. It is a bad idea to choose a subject just
because a friend will be choosing it too. It is quite common for there to be more thelassnef each
subject and therefore it is very unlikely that you will be in the same group as your friend.

Does my GCSE choice affect my A level choice?

Normally, students choose their A level courses from those that they have studied at GCSE. Some A
Levd subjects are not offered at GCSE, such as Psychology and Law.

How many lessons do | have a week?

Optional GCSE is studied for 2 hours per week.

If I want to be a teacher what should | take?

The Year 10 setting will be based largely on the results of
the Year 9 exams but individual teacher assessment and internal test scores also play a significant

Homework will be set once per week and students should expect to spend 30 minutes to 1 hour
completing the task.

What is Additional Science?

Additional Science is a single award GCSE, separate from and taken after GCSE Science. The content fo
from that of GCSE Science, but this specification has a greater emphasis on explaining, theorising and mo
in science. Courses based on this specification form a firm basis for level 3 courses in the sciences such ¢
A Level Biology, Chemistry ah Physics.

What is Additional Applied Science?

Additional Applied Science is another single award GCSE, which could be taken after GCSE Science. It
emphasises the procedural and technical knowledge of science practice, so is suitable for studentstavho wjq
learn more about vocational contexts which are relevant to the modern world. The subject content is set i
vocational contexts: sports science, food science and forensic science. Together with GCSE Science, it w
form a firm basis for levMe3 courses in the sciences such as GCE Applied Science.

How does the centreassessed unit work?

Before taking a test, candidates undertake practical work relating to a topic under normal class conditions
during their work, they collect data. Theyry their data to the test. The written test is taken in a subsequen
lesson but under examination conditions. Tests are externally set, but internally marked, using marking gu
provided by AQA. This accounts for 25% of the final grade.

The Physical Education course in Year 9 builds on the foundation courses established in Year 7 and 8,
extends, and develops these experiences through the introduction of a wider range of activities as well
as a contiuation of work already started. Volleyball, Girls Football & Rugby, Aerobics / Fitness and
Mixed Hockey are brought into the programme in Year 9 and all activities have a more competitive
focus.
